COLTON, CA.— On August 31, 2025, at approximately 6:25 PM, the Colton Police Department Communications 

Center received reports of a traffic collision near 1990 W. Agua Mansa Road in the City of Colton. Upon arrival, 

officers discovered a 2006 Saturn Vue involved in a single-vehicle traffic collision. The driver was found 

unresponsive inside the vehicle. Life-measures were provided, however the driver, who was identified as Maykel 

Enrique Salazar Olmos of Riverside, CA, was pronounced deceased at the scene.  

The Colton Police Department’s Major Accident Investigation Team (MAIT) responded to the scene and is 

conducting the investigation. The cause of the collision is currently under investigation.
