On 3/28/20 at approximately 1:13 am, a shooting occurred in the 300 block of North
Sperry Drive in the city of Colton. Through investigation it was learned that two subjects
were shot while sitting in a vehicle. One victim identified as Anthony Laguna was
transported to a local hospital where he later died of his injuries. A second victim,
identified as a 24-year-old Hispanic male from Colton was also shot and taken to a
nearby hospital, he is expected to survive his injuries. The investigation is still ongoing
and anyone with information is encouraged to contact the Colton Police Department,
Detective A. Jaeger at 909-370-5028 or Colton Police Department Dispatch 909-370-5000.

On 12/15/20 CPD detectives conducted follow up on a murder investigation reference case
number 20-01731. During the ongoing investigation detectives developed leads in the case that
identified Floyd Lang Il as the suspect involved in the shooting. Detectives were able to obtain
a murder warrant for Lang reference San Bernardino Superior Court Case # (FSB20004172).
Upon the issuance of the arrest warrant a surveillance for Lang was conducted in the City of
Ontario. On 12/15/20 CPD detectives observed Lang exit a vehicle and he was contacted and
arrested without incident. Detectives also served a search warrant at Lang’s address located in
the 3200 block of E. Yellowstone Drive.
